Dr. Lewis Rasmussen is Senior Associate Conflict Mitiga-
tion and Stability Transformation for ARD Inc. His respon-
sibilities include new business acquisition, technical leader-
ship, and program management. Recent and current pro-
jects for the US Agency for International Development
include a human rights and peacebuilding project in Sri
Lanka, designing a conflict analysis and early warning sys-
tem, security sector reform support project, and several
efforts designed to enhance policy and programming
around the security and development nexus in transitional
urban environments.

He also helped develop USAIDG police assistance strategy,
and prepared a road map for enhancing USAID civil-
military relations. He has previously directed the Interna-
tional Peace and Justice Center, as a division of Policy Stud-
ies Inc., and served for |3 years at the U.S. Institute of
Peace where he founded several Institute programs cover-
ing professional training, police assistance program, and the
Military Fellows program. An accomplished trainer and
facilitator, Dr. Rasmussen has consistently conducted field
assessments and research and has designed and delivered
professional development seminars, workshops, and
roundtables on conflict prevention, management and trans-
formation, including numerous security and stabilization
programs, for over |8 years for the US Institute of Peace,
the UN, the OSCE, the OAS, the US Departments of
State, Defense and Justice, as well as USAID.

Dr. Rasmussen holds a Ph.D. in international relations and
peace and conflict resolution, and has written books,
monographs, chapters, articles, and reports on a variety of
peacebuilding and stabilization topics.

This graduate seminar will introduce students to key devel-
opments in the media and communications industries asso-
ciated with the logic of globalization.

During the semester the class will critically examine the
ways in which modern media play a significant role in de-
bates about political power, global economy, and cultural
identity. The first half of the course will focus on global
media institutions and the second half on audience uses of
global media and issues of cultural identity.

The class will examine the key roles played by media tech-
nologies in implementing and promoting international de-
velopment programs, as well as some of the concerns
these initiatives have raised in terms of media literacy, cul-
tural sovereignty, and information access. We will also
analyze global production, distribution, exhibition practices
for news and entertainment media as well as emerging
transnational media centers, including Bollywood, Hong
Kong, Nollywood, Mexico City, and Nunavut.

The class will have a praxis component, as throughout the
semester, students will be asked to apply course materials
to a series of small projects, including drafting a mini pro-
posal for improving the use of media technologies in devel-
opment work and rethinking public policy on global media
flow. Students will also be asked to analyze various existing
artifacts in conjunction with class readings and discussions
in order to encourage critical assessment of how theoreti-
cal models are put into action. The final project for the
class will be a term paper where students will be able to
apply and adapt class materials to a research topic of their
choosing.

ARTstor
collections are comprised of contributions from museums,
individual photographers, scholars, special collections at
libraries, and photo archives.

NYU Postdoctoral and Transition Program for Aca-
demic Diversity

NYU has created the NYU Postdoctoral and Transition
Program for Academic Diversity fellowship program to
support promising scholars and educators from different
backgrounds, races, ethnic groups, and other diverse
groups whose life experience, research experience, and
employment background will contribute significantly to
academic excellence at NYU.

Eligibility
The fellowship program is open to all areas of study at the
University. U.S. citizens or permanent residents who are
from the following three categories may apply:
I. Graduate students in the final year of their dissertation
2. Postdoctoral students who have completed their dis-
sertation within the last three years
3. Professionals transitioning to academic careers (for
those in fields for which the doctorate is not the termi-
nal degree)

Awards

NYU will award five in-residence fellowships in 2009. The
two-year appointments, which begin September 2009 and
end August 201 1, have a possibility of a third-year exten-
sion. Graduate students in the final year of their disserta-
tion must make significant progress toward the disserta-
tion. Fellows teach a maximum of one course per semes-
ter.

Stipends and Allowances

Fellows receive an annual stipend of $40,000 as well as
allowances for housing ($20,000), research ($2,000), and
one-time relocation ($3,000). The University also provides
a medical and dental benefits package.
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Application Procedure

Application Procedure Required application materials in-
clude (1) a fellowship application; (2) a curriculum vitae;
(3) a statement of research and goals; (4) a personal state-
ment detailing the reasons for applying for the fellowship;
(5) three letters of reference from individuals familiar with
your scholarly or creative work; and (6) one of the follow-
ing: a dissertation abstract (postdoctoral applicants), a dis-
sertation proposal (doctoral students), or a statement of
how your professional experience prepares you for a fac-
ulty position (professionals). Incomplete submissions will
not be accepted.

All materials must be received by January 15, 2009.
Applications will be reviewed as they are received.
Awards will be announced on March 15, 2009.

RAND Graduate Student Summer Associate Pro-
gram

RAND's Graduate Student Summer Associate Program
introduces outstanding graduate students to RAND. Stu-
dents receive a stipend and are given the opportunity to
conduct research that can be completed during the three
months they are at RAND.

The program runs in the summer months only. Summer
associates work at RAND fulltime for a 12-week period.
The summer stipend in 2008 was about $12,000 (before
taxes) for the 12 weeks of fulltime research.

Eligibility

The program is designed for fulltime students who have
completed at least two years of graduate work leading to a
doctorate or professional degree (e.g., law or medical de-
gree, professional engineer certificate). Students must be
enrolled fulltime in a graduate degree program during the
spring and fall of 2008 to be considered for the program.
