Tamani Africa Holiday Card Fundraiser 

The annual Holiday Card Fundraiser for Tamani Africa is 
now underway. Tamani Africa is a Non-Governmental Or-

ganization founded by two former GPIS students. The or-
ganizationõs works with rural African communities to cre-
ate sustainable programs through dialogue, partnerships, 

and education about HIV/AIDS. Tamani Africa achieves its 
mission by: 
 

- Establishing and strengthening community based organiza-
tions (CBO) in the communities in which Tamani Africa 
operates 

- Providing children with the school fees, uniforms, suppli-
ers and food necessary to attend school uninterrupted, so 
that they can develop the life skills and gain the knowl-

edge essential for a productive and safe life 
- Enhancing locally run HIV/AIDS and related health educa-
tion programs through the provision of relevant educa-

tional materials and community training sessions 
- Supporting the establishment of HIV/AIDS Voluntary 
Counseling and Testing centers (VCT) and their related 
programs 

- Strengthening HIV+ and testing support groups through 
the provision of education, nutritional and financial assis-
tance 

 
Kenya is one of the few African countries to provide free 
primary education.  However, students still need school 

uniforms to attend school.  Many HIV orphans and other 
vulnerable children cannot afford to purchase the uniform. 
One hundred percent of the profits from the $10 Holi-

day Cards go directly to funding a uniform for one student. 
When you purchase a school uniform, not only are you 
giving a child dignity and hope, but you are also providing 

job for local fabric sellers and seamstresses!  

 
Once the children are at school, Tamani Africa strives to 
feed the children breakfast and lunch. These are often the 
only meals that the children receive in a day.  Many of the 

children at the schools are orphans, their parents lost to 
HIV. Some live with their grandmothers, others are forced 
to become the head of their households. It is common for 

children as young as 11 to have to drop out of school so 
that they can work to feed their siblings -- a problem that 
Tamani's food program helps with. Unfortunately, the need 

is currently more than Tamani has the resources to ad-
dress, especially now as the regional drought and the global 
economic crisis are placing further restrictions on re-
sources. The proceeds from the $25 Holiday Cards go to 

purchase local food, employing local cooks to prepare and 
serve the meals, and providing a vulnerable child with a 
nutritious lunch for one year.  

 
These cards are often used as a ògift replacementó. Gift 
replacements are dona-

tions made on behalf of the 
person receiving the card. 
This type of gift is a great 

way to share the holiday 
spirit of giving with some-
one you care about. If you

New Course: Transnational Media Practices 
Spring 2009 Tuesdays, 7:10-9:50, BAL 2070 (note: this 
course has erroneously been listed under IS 795/895 in the 

course catalog but should be IS 748/848) 
 
This graduate seminar will introduce students to key devel-

opments in the media and communications industries asso-
ciated with the logic of globalization.  
 

During the semester the class will critically examine the 
ways in which modern media play a significant role in de-
bates about political power, global economy, and cultural 

identity. The first half of the course will focus on global 
media institutions and the second half on audience uses of 
global media and issues of cultural identity. 

 
The class will examine the key roles played by media tech-
nologies in implementing and promoting international de-

velopment programs, as well as some of the concerns 
these initiatives have raised in terms of media literacy, cul-
tural sovereignty, and information access.  We will also 
analyze global production, distribution, exhibition practices 

for news and entertainment media as well as emerging 
transnational media centers, including Bollywood, Hong 
Kong, Nollywood, Mexico City, and Nunavut.  

 
The class will have a praxis component, as throughout the 
semester, students will be asked to apply course materials 

to a series of small projects, including drafting a mini pro-
posal for improving the use of media technologies in devel-
opment work and rethinking public policy on global media 

flow. Students will also be asked to analyze various existing 
artifacts in conjunction with class readings and discussions 
in order to encourage critical assessment of how theoreti-

cal models are put into action. The final project for the 
class will be a term paper where students will be able to 
apply and adapt class materials to a research topic of their
