Ambassador Struye’s Biography 

Struye was born in Ghent, in Flanders, Belgium. He began 
his diplomatic career on February 1, 1974. From 1975 to 
1984 he held various posts at embassies in Austria, Nigeria, 
Zimbabwe, and Zaire. 

From 1984 to 1987 he was a counselor in the cabinet of the 
Belgian Minister of Foreign Affairs, Leo Tindemans. From 
1987 to 1990 he was the consul general and deputy perma-
nent representative to the United Nations in Geneva. In 
1990 he was the director of the European section at the 
Belgian Ministry of Foreign Affairs. He then moved up to 
become the chief of staff (1991ς92) in the cabinet of the 
new minister of Foreign Affairs, Mark Eyskens. From 1992 
to 1994 he was the diplomatic counselor and deputy chief 
of staff of the Belgian prime minister, Jean-Luc Dehaene. 
From 1994 to 1995 he was the director general for admini-
stration at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. 

From 1995 to 1996 he was the head of the cabinet of the 
secretary of state for international cooperation, Reginald 
Moreels. From 1997 to 2002 he was the Belgian ambassa-
dor to Germany. From 2002 to 2006 he was the permanent 
representative of Belgium at NATO. 

He became Ambassador of Belgium to the United States on 
December 29, 2006.

Edmund S. Muskie Graduate Fellowship Program participant 
from the Ukraine 
 

I had a summer internship at Hudson‘s Institute Center for 
Future Security Strategies in Washington, DC.  The Hud-
son Institute is one of the oldest and most respected think 

tanks in the world. Founded in 1961 by the futurist Her-
man Kahn, it is a non-partisan policy research organization 
dedicated to innovative research and analysis that pro-

motes global security, prosperity, and freedom. Hudson‘s 
Center for Future Security Strategies seeks to explore 
evolving, emerging, and imaginable international security 

environments, and to assess implications of possible alter-
native futures for security strategies.   
 
My internship experience was very intense and significant 

in terms of getting first hand experience with U.S. national 
and international security issues. I had many opportunities 
to meet with present and previous policy makers, ambassa-

dors, senior government officials from both the State De-
partment and the Department of Defense, foreign govern-
ment officials, think tank experts and respected scholars. 

Such broad networking has granted me better insight and 
understanding of the way private research institutions 
work with each other and in conjunction with government 

bodies. 
 
I worked on a number of research projects dealing with 

wide range of national and international security topics. I 
assisted with research and final review of the book 
―Kazakhstan and the New International Politics of Eurasia‖ 

which was published in July by my direct research supervi-
sor, Dr. Richard Weitz. Much of my research has contrib-
uted to chapters on Kazakh-NATO and Kazakh-US rela-

tions. I am also a contributor for an upcoming textbook on 
Russia‘s Foreign-Defense policy that is scheduled to be 

published some time later this year. My participation in-

cluds research on such topics as Russia‘s policy towards 
Ukraine and several countries of the Middle East, including 
critical nuclear and WMD issues. 

 
Aside from my research contributions, I stayed on top of 
current world‘s political events and was in charge of gath-

ering and analyzing background information on U.S.-Russia 
counterterrorism cooperation and the ongoing Ukraine-
Russia Black Sea Fleet conflict. Furthermore, I had the op-

portunity to write several memos on crucial international 
security issues. One of these memos was a comparative 
analysis of 2008 vs. 2005 U.S. National Defense Strategies, 
another examined implications of the Russia-Georgia war 

on Russia-Ukraine relations and future security coopera-
tion. 
 

I also participated in the various intern activities in DC 
such as AILA (Abshire-Inamori Leadership Academy) Speed 
Debate organized by Center for Strategic and International 

Studies (CSIS) and a meeting with former U.S. Secretary of 
State Colin Powell, also organized by CSIS. It was quite 
unique and informative listening to Gen. Powell talk as, 

over and above his valuable perspectives on U.S. foreign 
policy, he also demonstrated an excellent sense of humor.

Call for Papers, Rhetoric of the Image: Visual Culture 

in Political Islam - Copenhagen University, Denmark  
While narrative sources and oral communication were key 

in the formation and transmission of Islamic culture in the 
pre-modern period, an increasing use of visual media in the 
cultural production of modern Islamic societies has effec-

tively placed the image alongside-- if not above-- text-
based rhetorical models. Over the course of the twentieth 
century, visual media such as film, television, the graphic 
arts, illustrated books, and pamphlets were mobilized in 

the drive to modernize and to define a role for Islam in the 
public domain of everyday politics.  
 

Proposals for papers that deal with the power and role of 
the image in creating a rhetorical lexicon for political Islam 
in the modern period in national, nationalist, and trans-

national cultural production are welcome.  
 
Topics should deal with aspects of the visual in any region 

of the Islamic world, from the emergence of visual media 
in the early modern period to the production and recep-
tion of the latest interactive media, including the presenta-

tion of Islam on television (talk shows, Qur'an classes,

We also invite pre-
senters to assist in developing a conceptual and theoretical
